INCRETE LIQUID RELEASE should be sprayed lightly on the under-side of the
stamping tool. Before stamping, the concrete or overlay should be allowed
to reach an initial set-a spongy but firm surface that is not hard. Once the
surface is stamped, remove the stamping tool immediately but carefully
and allow the concrete surface to dry. Reapply INCRETE LIQUID RELEASE as
needed throughout stamping process.

FINISHING

Because INCRETE LIQUID RELEASE leaves no color, INCRETE ANTIQUING
AGENT may be used to create a secondary color to the stamped
surface.
