COVERAGE

Dilution Rate: 9:1 (Water:EUCOBAR)

EUCOBAR (after dilution) will cover approximately 200 to 400 ft%gal (5 to 10 m%L). Coverage will vary depending on
concrete texture and wind conditions. For estimating purposes, 1 gal (3.8 L) of EUCOBAR concentrate will treat 2,000 to
4,000 ft2 (186 to 372 m?) of concrete surface area, but is highly dependent upon ambient conditions.

TECHNICAL INFORMATION

EUCOBAR is a water based polymer concentrate that is readily dilutable in water.

Evaporation rate is a function of relative humidity, concrete temperature, air temperature and wind velocity. Plastic
shrinkage cracking is a strong possibility when the rate of evaporation exceeds 0.2 Ib/ft>/hr (1.0 kg/m?/hr). The chart on
the back of this page (Fig. 2.1.5 of ACI 305, Hot Weather Concreting) is useful in determining the evaporation rate under
a given set of jobsite conditions. Use EUCOBAR when the above limit is exceeded.
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DIRECTIONS FOR USE

Surface Preparation: EUCOBAR is applied directly to the
surface of fresh concrete. No surface preparation is necessary.

Mixing: EUCOBAR is supplied as a concentrate and must be
diluted with water at a 9:1 (water:EUCOBAR) ratio. Determine
capacity of sprayer and divide by 10.
